Grand Lake Baptist Assembly 
RULES AND REGULATIONS
The following rules and regulations are designed for the safety of all persons using the facilities of Grand Lake Baptist Assembly and to ensure that each camper receives the greatest benefit from his/her camping experience. 
I. Boundaries of the camp:

a. Boundaries of the camp will be explained the first day of camp. All campers must stay within those boundaries unless with a sponsor.
b. No camper shall leave the Assembly Grounds without permission of the camp director.

II. Conduct:

a. All persons, (staff, employees, campers, visitors), are expected to conduct themselves in a Christian manner at all times.
b. The use of tobacco, non-prescription drugs, and alcohol in any form is prohibited on the grounds.

c. Fireworks are not allowed on the campgrounds.

d. Rocks or other objects shall not be thrown on the campgrounds or over the bluff. 

e. No camper is permitted in another cabin or cabins without the permission of the host cabin sponsor.

f. All registered campers, sponsors, and other personnel shall attend all scheduled worship services and classes unless excused by the camp director. No group is to be left without a sponsor at any time.

g. All campers are expected to be on time at all scheduled sessions.

h. Radios, stereos, and TV’s are discouraged. Any that are brought are to remain in the cabins. Only music that is compatible with the spirit of the camp should be played.

III. Dress Code for sponsors, campers and staff: 

a. Since campers must wear whatever clothing is taken to camp, church leaders are urged to inform their campers and sponsors in advance and see that only clothing that meets the requirements listed below is brought to camp. 

b. Grand Lake Baptist Assembly is a Christian assembly. Clothing of all persons is to be reflective of Christian modesty at all times.

c. Shorts of suitable length may be worn at any time during the week. The length must be sufficient to be below the fingers when the hands are placed at the side. Dresses must also meet this standard. Midriffs must be covered at all times with any type of clothing worn. No gym shorts with split sides or short shorts will be acceptable. Any shorts worn for recreation should reach approximately half way to the knee. Shirts and tops must be worn at all times. No: tank tops, see through clothing, beer or tobacco shirts or caps, no Eskimo Joes shirts or Harry Potter shirts or caps, halters, spaghetti straps, midriffs, or mini skirts shall be worn at any time. 
d. Shoes are to be worn at all times.

e. No hats worn in the tabernacle or the cafeteria.

f. Capes, Robes or other knee length, non-translucent apparel must be worn over bathing suits going to and from the swimming pool. No swim wear will be allowed in the tabernacle, dining hall, or teaching pavilions. NO: two-piece, high hip cut swim apparel will be allowed.
g. All directors, sponsors, and staff have the right to ask children and youth to change clothing if the clothing is not appropriate.

IV. Traffic:
a. Unnecessary traffic is prohibited.
b. Careless driving will not be tolerated.

c. Riding on the exterior of vehicles is prohibited.

d. All vehicles are to remain parked except for entering and leaving the camp.
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V. General:

a. All state regulations must be observed as to sanitation, health, safety measures, and the use of the swimming pool.
b. The enforcement of these rules and regulations is the responsibility of each sponsor. Any problem with which the sponsor needs assistance will be referred to the Camp Director.
c. Each church is to provide at least one adult sponsor for every 10 campers.

d. All sponsors must be 18 years of age or older for children’s camp and 21 years of age or older for youth camp.

e. Boys must have men sponsors and girls must have women sponsors.

f. Sponsors must fill out Sponsors Information Form and be a member of the local church.

g. All sponsors are responsible to the Camp Director.

h. Pastors/churches must advise sponsors and campers of these rules and regulations in advance of coming to camp.
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
