Regulations for the Planned Paintball Games  

At Scheduled GLBA Camps 

Cost - $12 Per Session 

 
1. This year, a camper may bring his or her own marker to camp.   

They may not bring their own CO2 tanks.  Those will be provided by the camp.    If a marker is 

brought to camp, they must be checked in to the Youth Minister and ONLY checked out at the 

time the camper is scheduled on the Paintball field.  After participating in paintball, the 

markers MUST be checked back in to the Youth Minister who MUST NOT ALLOW THEM 

TO BE USED OUTSIDE OF THE PAINTBALL FIELD.  If a camper does not have a marker, 

the camp will provide a marker for you. 

 

2. The paintball field is set up for your enjoyment and safety.  Anyone found firing the paintball 

markers outside the designated area will be disqualified from the games and not allowed to 

participate for the rest of the week. 

 

3. Anyone found on the field of play without a mask on will be disqualified and his/her team 

disqualified as well. (NO MATTER WHAT YOUR REASON!) 

 

4. There will be referees on the field and in the staging area for the games. These referees will be 

responsible for the rules of each game to be played. 

 

5. Each team or church will be responsible for your own paint. You MUST buy your paint from the 

GLBA bookstore. The cost of the paint will be determined by the cost of the paint to the camp 

and will be approximately $35 a case.   

 

6. Any camper is allowed to bring your own mask from home if you choose.  

If you do not have a mask one will be provided for you at no charge. 

If you have body armor and wish to bring it from home you may do so. 

The camp will not provide body armor. 

 

7. Must have barrel plug inserted into barrel when not on the field of play.
