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CAMP RULES AND GUIDELINES
2011 CAMP SEASON

PARTICIPATION:  Every person on the campground, except cooks and campground personnel, shall attend camp activities.

 

DRESS CODE:  Since TBA is a Christian camp with a distinctly Christian atmosphere, the biblical principle of modesty should always be the standard for dress at TBA.  It is the responsibility of the sponsors from each church to model the standard of modesty and enforce the camp dress code. Dress code applies to all campers/visitors while on TBA grounds.  Apparel should not display or promote tobacco, alcohol, controlled substances, or inappropriate language or pictures. No caps/hats to be worn during worship services.  All shorts and dresses should be modest length. NO Spaghetti straps , short shorts or midriffs.  Shoes and shirts must be worn at all times outside cabins, except while swimming (although water shoes are recommended if you swim in the lake).  Modest swimming suits are appropriate while swimming.   While going to and from the swimming areas, all campers must wear shoes; males must wear a t-shirt and females must wear a long covering over their swimming suits. 
 

FAMILIARITY:  Keep it clean and Christ-like.  Our goals should be to imitate Christ, make new friends, and have a great time!  NO PDA!
 
ELECTRONIC DEVICES (iPods, phones, etc.) are allowed outside dorms at the discretion and supervision of sponsors and camp staff. (Please no iPods, mp3 players, or phones in the tabernacle.)

 

PATROLEMEN/CAMPGROUND PERSONNEL are there to help you.  They have the authority to correct inappropriate behavior if needed and shall be respected.

 

TOBACCO, ALCOHOL, DRUGS, AND PROFANITY ARE NOT PERMITTED anywhere on the assembly grounds.  Tobacco includes smoking, chewing, dipping, etc.

 

DORMITORIES are owned by the churches.  Much work and sacrifice has made them available to us for our use and comfort.  Do your very best to keep them at least as nice as when you came to camp.

 

RECREATIONAL ACTIVITIES  A recreation director will be in charge of schedules and equipment for all recreation.  All campers should attend recreation time, though participation is not required.

 

ASSEMBLY PROPERTY:  Help keep the camp properly clean and neat for future enjoyment and those who come after you.

Do not cut, mark on, or mar the seats, walls, or any portion of the assembly property.  
Put aluminum cans and plastic bottles in the recycling containers provided.

Please put trash and papers in garbage barrels.  If you see trash lying around, please help by picking it up and disposing of it properly.

 

ASSEMBLY GATES  will be locked thirty minutes after lights out each night (about 11:30 p.m.)  All visitors must leave before the gates are locked.

 
AUTOMOBILES:  Speed limit is 10 miles per hour.

Special needs and/or handicapped individuals can get a pass from the TBA Office which will allow them to drive to and from services.

Campers leaving the campground must be accompanied by an adult sponsor or a parent/guardian.

No one shall ride in the back of pickup trucks, SUVs or any other vehicles.

No automobiles shall be operated on the campgrounds during worship services.

 

SAFETY:  No rock throwing, water fights, or shaving cream fights.  Any damage done by these acts will be charged to the individual and/or church group responsible.  No fireworks are allowed on the campground.
