**Sign Health Forms that comes with the Pre-registration packet.  

Everyone must have a Health Form.  
Everyone must have a Ropes Course/Boat Form if participating (For KBA weeks ONLY). 
Everyone must have a Paintball Waiver Form if participating (For GLBA/LTBA weeks ONLY). 
(  Remember to do your best to get lost students to come with your group to camp.
(  Download the sign-up poster form on the website if you want to encourage students to sign up to come. 
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(  Registration Packets will be given to you at the gate with any last minute changes when you arrive at camp.

(  Summit staffers will greet you and make sure you find your way to your cabin. You will have a staffer that will check in with you each day.  At KBA and LTBA your staffer will eat at least one meal, either breakfast, lunch, or dinner with your church each day in your cabin; and at GLBA the staffers will eat with you in the cafeteria when possible.  Your Staffer wants to be your encourager and prayer warrior for the week.  Please let them know if you have any problems!

(  Check in for Registration at the Summit Office.

(  Make Registration checks out to “Summit Camps” for total registration minus the 

$200 registration deposit that must be sent in at the time a cabin is reserved.

(  Turn in Health Forms for each person registered.  They will be kept in the Nurse’s Station for the week.
 (  Turn in the Ropes Course/Lake-Boat/Paintball Forms.  They will be given to the KBA/GLBA/LTBA Office.


(  Go to KBA/GLBA/LTBA Office to get Cabin Key.


(  Adult Sponsors’ Meeting at 4:30 in the Tabernacle.

(  Each Church who will be eating in the cafeteria at GLBA will be asked to help serve in the  

  dining hall for one or more meals for the week.  You will be assigned a day and time for your group.

On Monday evening before the service at 7:30, Lanette Adams will lead all those who are interested in Counseling or helping during the invitation time.  Adults and any high school students, approved by their 
Youth Leaders, who would like to help, please come to this meeting.  
Youth Ministers – please only send those students that you think would qualify.

Any and all students and adults who are interested in praying for missions, missionaries, and God’s work that is happening all over the world are invited to join the Summit Leaders for a special time of Intercessory Prayer at 8:00 a.m. on Wednesday morning. We will have Children’s Church each evening during worship on the front porch of Frisco Cabin/at the Colcord Cabin.  Please don’t bring the children until 7:15 each evening and pick them up promptly after the service.
**Day Camp at Lake Tenkiller will be available on an “An Needed Basis”.**

KBA has their low and high Challenge Ropes Course available to you and/or your group during your free time.  It will definitely push you to your limits. 

Each church will have the opportunity to experience the Ropes Course during one of their Rec. days at both KBA and GLBA.   You will need to sign up for extra times in the KBA/GLBA office. 
However, GLBA only has a low Ropes Course available.  LTBA will have low ropes available as an option on your water day.

This year KBA has Kayaks (1 Person) and Canoes (1 to 3 people) and Archery during the afternoon hours when your group has free time.  Students and adults need to sign up in the KBA Office.  It is located down from the Rattan (Formerly Poteau) First Cabin.  Adults are needed to help supervise!

You MUST purchase paintballs at the Paintball fields.  You can bring your marker from home as long as it is checked in with your Youth Minister.   Markers and Masks will be provided.  You can bring body armor.  Everyone who participates MUST have a signed Waiver.

The Summit Camp Office hours will be 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and 30 minutes before and after the evening services.  The Summit Office phone number at KBA is (918) 567-4047.  The Summit Office phone number at GLBA is (918) 786-5757.  Please have someone from your church check in at the Summit Office each day for messages and mail.   Summit t-shirts will be available in the Summit Office.  You can Pre-Order your shirts for $10 for YM – XL and $12 for XXL & XXXL and save $2 each.  At camp they will be $12 & $14.  The Summit Gift Store is also available in the office and tabernacle at both GLBA and LTBA.  Come find a great gift to take home. 

Unnecessary traffic is prohibited at KBA, GLBA & LTBA.  The speed limit is 15 miles per hour.  No one is allowed “off” grounds.
